Pastors Corner

7th Sunday in Ordinary Time: God’s Measure Lk 6:27-38

Luke positions the core Gospel teaching today on love and compassion right after Jesus’ teaching on the
Beatitudes and the Woes. What is this love among Christians that they should extend to others - which
they should demonstrate by how they forgive one another? Jesus sets an example on the cross, the first
of His last words are: Father forgive them, for they know not what they are doing. (Lk. 23:34)

Why should we aspire to act the way Jesus commanded? Because it is the proper behavior, the right
thing to do for those who want to be children of God; and who wants to be like the merciful Father. You
must be perfect, as your heavenly Father is perfect. (Mt. 5:48) Mercy is the closes we can be like the
Father through His Son, Jesus Christ, the incarnation of the Divine Mercy. We cannot ask God’s mercy
but are unwilling to extend the same mercy to others.

There are two kinds of mercy: There is earthly mercy, and there is heavenly mercy. Human mercy is a
concern for the poor, suffering, and needy. Divine Mercy is God forgiving us our sins. In a sense,
man extends mercy to another human being - rewarded by divine mercy in heaven. For whatever we do
to the least, last, lost brothers and sisters of ours, we did it unto Him. A man outside in the cold; is
another Jesus who needs a warm jacket, a place to stay, or warm food for the stomach.

The invitation of Jesus for us to be generous in verses vv.37-38 gives a hint to the concept of reward in
the next life. Jesus Christ is the greatest gift of God to humanity. God so loved the world; He gave us
His only begotten Son. (Jn. 3:16) Generosity extends to mercy, God’s greatest gift in Jesus, the Divine
Mercy.

The last verses are both a commandment and a promise: that as we ask pardon for our offenses in the
same measure as we show mercy to the sins of others against us. God laid the condition clearly:
Forgiveness of our sins demands that we forgive those who offended us. The measure with which you
measure - will in-return; be measured out to you. (Lk. 6:38)

St. John Paul II calls the Gospel of Luke; the Gospel of Mercy. Jesus, the Divine Mercy, reveals the
mercy of His Father and calls us to be merciful also. - - Throughout the Gospel, the recurring theme is
giving. Our giving - being merciful will not go without reward, for the giver receives an overflowing
return.

At Auschwitz concentration camp - three prisoners escaped, where Fr. Maximilian Kolbe was staying.
For this, they randomly choose ten men to starve to death as a deterrent for future escape plans. One of
the ten, Franciszek Gajowniczek, cried out, “My wife! My children! I will never see them

again!” Fr. Kolbe stepped forward and said, I am a Catholic Priest. Let me take his place. The
commander allowed the request. While starving to death, Fr. Kolbe

celebrates Mass daily with the condemned. After two weeks of
dehydration and starvation, only Kolbe remained alive. Because they foua your enemies,
needed the cell, they gave Fr. Kolbe a lethal injection. Those present M.&m e you

say he raised his left arm and calmly waited for the injection.
